Councilman Hager called meeting to order at 7:30 PM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Minutes of the November 1, 2010 meeting:  The minutes of the November 1, 2010 were reviewed.  Councilman Graybeal made a motion to accept the minutes as written; Morales seconded the motion.  A vote of 4-0 was entered. 
Kent County Sheriff’s Department: Deputy Steven Linz reviewed the Sheriff’s report for November.  There were 31 speed assignments with 48 warnings issued, and 24 citations issued resulting in 2 arrests for DWI.  There were 3 criminal complaints for the month of November, 1 second degree assault, a disorderly conduct, and 1 strong armed robbery and 16 non-criminal incidents.    
Maryland Environmental Services: Don Reed presented the report for November.  There were no violations at either water or sewer plant.  No sludge was hauled in November.  A repair was made to a leaking line to the softeners at the WTP; a recommendation was made to install air release valves in the units to eliminate the air hammering which may have caused the leak at an estimated cost of $205 per valve.  MES performed 3 locates for Miss Utility.  Auger belts were changed at the WWTP and a sewer lateral was installed on Hurtt Avenue to correct a connection problem.
OLD BUSINESS
· Water System Litigation – Attorney Mowell is corresponding with McCrone and Bearing regarding the selection of an arbitrator.
· Town Office renovation project – Teel working on an application to USDA
· Mill Village – Council agreed that want all issues complete before finalizing documents.
· Drying beds – Dave working on USDA funding.
· County line water meters –   Bramble is reworking the plans to be submitted to SHA for permit.
· Flow monitoring of WWTP system – Bob Sipes of Town of Chestertown has agreed to assist MES with cameraing sewer lines to check for problems with broken lines due to the directional drilling of the water lines.
· Tree Study – awaiting a list of available trees.

· Sidewalk repairs –  a waiver has been submitted to SHA to eliminate the ADA requirements in the designated areas
· Mountaire – drainage pipe has been installed; Teel recommended placing jersey barriers along Quaker Cemetery at an estimated cost of $500 each to eliminate the wide turns made by trucks going into the mill – a motion to purchase the jersey barriers was made by Graybeal, a second by Clough, a vote of 4-0 was entered.  Dave will ask Mountaire to sweep the street due to the dust created by the truck traffic.
PUBLIC HEARING


A public hearing for the amendment to the Stormwater ordinance was opened.  The amendment is to update the current Stormwater ordinance with enforcement by the appropriate county offices.  There was no public comment.  A motion to close the public hearing was made by Morales; a second by Graybeal, a vote of 4-0 to close the public hearing was entered.  A motion to adopt the amended Stormwater ordinance was made by Graybeal; a second by Morales, a vote of 4-0 was entered.
NEW BUSINESS
· Recycling of local business was placed on hold due to lack of a quorum.  Hager and Morales will recuse themselves due to owning local businesses that use the recycling services.
· Council discussed the recently adopted Sprinkler Ordinance by the Kent County Commissioners.  It was agreed to follow the State’s regulations requiring sprinkler be issued in new constructed homes.

· Teel discussed the possibility of purchasing jointly with Betterton and Sudlersville, speed cameras.  He will provide information at the next meeting.  There is no cost to the Town; vendor installs cameras for a percentage of fines.  Council agreed to consider.

· Clough shared complaints she has been receiving regarding the sign outside of Town that states there is gas available.  Hager stated there are also still signs in the window which mislead someone to believe the business is open; this is a violation of the sign ordinance.  We need to contact the State about the sign outside of Town and have Code Enforcement send a letter to the Davis’ regarding the signage on the building.

· Council discussed the Connelly property in Queen Anne’s County that will be going to foreclosure.  Due to it’s location in the flood plain, a recommendation to pursue the acquisition of this property through FEMA was discussed.
