Chair Morales called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM. 
Minutes for the August 19, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Morton entered a motion to approve the minutes.  A second was entered by Commissioner Hemstock.  A vote of 
3-0 was entered.

Peter Johnston reviewed the Zoning Ordinance with Commission members.    Revisions were made as per last month’s meeting.  A final draft will be forwarded to Commissioners for review.  A public hearing will need to be scheduled.  

Members discussed the Town’s permitting procedures.  It was decided the Commission would like to receive a copy of the monthly permit log.  They also requested a copy of the information for the Ryan Massey project to review prior to the site plan being submitted to the Commission for approval.
A letter from the Wicks regarding Peter Johnston & Associates working on a Master Plan for the development of the annexed property was discussed.  A motion to recommend Johnston work on the Master Plan was entered by Morton; a second was entered by Hemstock.  A vote of 3-0 was entered.
A letter from KC Planning Commission regarding the preliminary site plan review and growth allocation for Rivers Edge Plaza LLC was reviewed.  The Planning Commission unanimously recommended Mayor and Council stand on the opposition to this site plan due to an increased demand on the water and sewer systems.

Dolan Edwards has asked to be at the next PC meeting.  Members would like to have information prior to the meeting for review.

The Commission discussed the mural on the building owned by Deborah Thompson.  A recommendation to send a letter regarding the removal of the mural as was stipulated in the permit was made by Hemstock, with a second by Morton.  A vote of 3-0 was entered.

With no further business to address, Commissioner Hemstock entered a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 PM.  A second was entered by Commissioner Morton.  A vote of 3-0 was entered.
