TOWN OF MILLINGTON PLANNING COMMISSION
2004 – 2006 COMBINED ANNUAL REPORT


The past couple of years have proven to be challenging and very productive for the Planning Commission of Millington with growth issues, and the impact of growth on a new water system and an existing wastewater system.  During the past two years the commission has changed with the retirements of Mary Supple and Darlene Conner, in appointments of Maurice Morton, Sam Johnston, and Tim Ryan, and a new chairperson, Joyce Morales.

ACCOMPLISHMENTS:
· Comprehensive Plan – The Planning Commission has diligently worked on the Comprehensive Plan holding numerous public hearings, meeting with Kent County Planning Office, and addressing the concerns of the residents in and around the Town of Millington.  While working on the Comprehensive Plan, the Planning Commission requested the Mayor and Council place a 6-month moratorium on new construction building permits in the Town of Millington.  The members of the Planning Commission worked jointly with the Kent County Planning Commission to designate growth areas around the Town of Millington.  The Planning Commission adopted the Stories of The Chesapeake Heritage Area Management Plan as an appendix to the Comprehensive Plan. The Comprehensive Plan was submitted to the Mayor and Council of Millington for final adoption the end of 2006.  The Planning Commission requested an official street map be prepared to become part of the Comprehensive Plan and retained the firm of Redman-Johnston to perform the work.
· Subdivisions & Lot-line Adjustments – The Planning Commission reviewed and approved a lot-line adjustment for 394 Cypress Street, a .005 acre adjustment between Charles Schelts and Cypress Street Development Corporation.  An application for a minor sub-division was reviewed and approved for L & E Contractors for property located at 250 – 252 Sassafras Street.  

An application was reviewed and over the course of 14 meetings and 1 public 
hearing the Commission approved the subdivision known as Mill Village.   Mill 
Village was approved with 49 single-family residential lots, 1.82 acres reserved 
for age-restricted residential apartments, 4.241 acres reserved for recreation and 
storm water management, and 1.625 acres reserved for protected afforestation 
area.  
 


The Planning Commission also reviewed a preliminary study on the future 
annexation of the Maloney property located on Chesterville-Millington Road.

· Board of Appeals  -  The Planning Commission reviewed and made recommendations on an application for an appeal to the Town Administrator’s decision and an interpretation of the ordinance in the issue of whether the painting located on the side of the building known as Up the River Café was a sign or a mural.
FUTURE TASKS:
· to adopt bylaws for the Planning Commission;

· to review and revise the Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances to reflect the adopted Comprehensive Plan;

· to make revisions to the Comprehensive Plan to accommodate HB 1141 prior to the 2009 Comprehensive Plan;

· to review and recommend for adoption an ordinance pertaining to the Critical Areas Act of Maryland;

· to review and accept an official street map prepared by Redman/Johnston Associates, Ltd.; and

· to work closely with Mayor and Council of Millington, Kent County Planning and Zoning, Kent County Water & Wastewater Services, and the Millington Public Ditch Association with issues concerning growth.
